TOOLS TO DETECT THE NEEDS OF PATIENTS

This section compiles a list of available tools that all fertility staff can use to assess the needs of

patients before, during, and after fertility treatment. These tools were either developed specifically

for assessing patients facing infertility (i.e., fertility-specific) or are generic tools that are applicable to

infertile patients. Although not necessary, fertility staff may consider asking mental health

professionals for support in the interpretation of the data obtained by using the tools.
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
